CATHEDRAL

Segovia Cathedral was the last to be built in the Gothic style in

Spain. Following the Revolt of the Comuneros (1520-22) the

old cathedral, located opposite the citys Alcdzar, was left
partly destroyed. In 1525 work began on the present building
on the orders of Charles I. Dedicated 1o Our Lady of the

Assumption and to Saint Fructus, this Catholic church and
episcopal seat -known as the “Lady of cathedrals” for its

elegance and slenderness- is based on designs by the master of
works Juan Gil de Hontarion. Afier three building campaigns it
was consecrated on 16 July 1768.

The Cathedral Chapter welcomes visitors, inviting you to
discover the history, art and spirituality housed in the
Cathedral complex, which includes four exhibition galleries
and an imporiant Gothic cloister: This cultural experience is
completed by a guided tour of the ower; at 88 meres tall the
highest viewing point in Segovia, offering a unique panorama of
theciy:

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El Palacio Episcopal de Segovia fue lugar de residencia
de los obispos hasta finales del siglo XXy es referente de
la arquitectura nobiliaria de la ciudad.

Un espacio gestionado por el Cabildo,
administrador de la Catedral, para dar a conocer este
importante monumento eclesidstico a segovianos y
visitantes.

LPISCOPAL PALACE OF SEGOVIA

The Episcopal Palace of Segovia was the residence of its
bishops until the late 20th century and is a key example of
architecture designed for the city’s social elites. Bishop
Manuel Murillo Argaiz had i buile in 1755 over the
remains of the Palacio de los Salcedo, of which the dressed
ashlar facade and Renaissance doorway survive. The
architect José de la Sierra remodelled the building with a
classicising Baroque courtyard and state rooms for the
bishops’ use in both their public and private lives.

The exhibition galleries -which display a fine selection of
liturgical objects, paintings, sculptures and Romanesque
capitals from the diocese of Segovia- and the state rooms of
the Palace are included in your visit to the Cathedral. This
space is managed by the Chapter which administers the
Cathedral with the aim of introducing this important
ecclesiastical monument to Segovians and visitors alike.
